In accordance with Regulations 16 and 19 of the above Regulations, the 
Council hereby gives notice that the Council adopted the Residential Design 
Guide Supplementary Planning Document on 28th October 2008 as part of the 
Local Development Framework. 

The Residential Design Guide Supplementary Planning Document sets out the 
Council’s guidance to secure high quality residential development which 
respects and enhances the character of the local area. It relates to the 
whole of the South Bucks District Councils administrative area. 

Any person aggrieved by the Supplementary Planning Document may apply 
to the High Court for permission to apply for a judicial review of the 
decision to adopt the Supplementary Planning Document. Any such 
application for leave must be made promptly and in any event not later than 
3 months after the date on which the Supplementary Planning Document 
was adopted.
